Social Science (Mr. Tselepis, Mr. Raleigh, and Mr. Squibb)
The 7th graders are now fully immersed in the study of Civics and the U.S. Constitution.

As we look into different political systems around the world, students are discovering how important it is to live in a democ-
racy. Once finished with political systems, we will

focus on the three branches of U.S. Government. Students will understand that there was
an order in the creation of the three branches. We will first look at the Legislative

Branch. This branch of government deals with the Senate and the House of Representatives. This branch takes up much of
our time considering that there are two houses with different responsibilities. Then we look at the Executive and Judicial
branches. One of the most important concepts that we want the students to understand is the practice of checks and bal-
ances. This practice makes sure that no branch and no person (including the President) becomes more powerful than the
other branches - very important in a democracy.

The big test is scheduled for March 16th.
Math (Ms. Angone, Mrs. Moisan, Mrs. Trojan, and Ms. Yurchak)

During the month of February, the 7th grade students will be entering a new era in math.

We are switching gears and moving into Chapter 10 Geometry. Through problem solving and real-world connections, stu-
dents are realizing the importance of math in our everyday lives. We also continue to improve our reasoning skills by prac-
ticing extended response.

Pre-Algebra students have been exploring linear equations and functions. They have used function tables, graphs, and rate of
change to develop their understanding of the concept of "slope". The students will finish up the unit by finding the slope of
a line, writing linear equations in slope-intercept and point-slope forms, and solving systems of equations. Students will con-
tinue to develop their problem-solving skills and written explanations of their thought processes and work when problem-
solving. Nine students have been working hard in preparation for the SSJHSC competition on February 22nd. Wish them
good luck!

Science (Mrs. Mamich, Mr. Squibb, Mr. Krol)

One of the most difficult tasks in the world is to create a functional prototype of something that does not exist.
Well....... we are not afraid of a challenge!

We are feverishly working on our design projects for Science Night. Towers and bridges are being built; cars are being assem-
bled in anticipation for their testing and display on February 17t . Whose car will travel the farthest? Whose car will be the
fastest? Whose tower will hold the most weight? Will there be a bridge that is indestructible? We hope everyone can come
out and marvel at all of our hard work.

Applied Tech
Applied Tech students have been busy with their module rotations. Highlights during this month include the following mod-

ules.

Families

In the Families Module, students explore different aspects of family life by creating a Web site concerning various family top-
ics. The topics covered in this Web site include family types, family life cycle, family relationships, functions of the family,
and healthy family characteristics. Students use a computer software program to create a presentation that shows healthy
family lifestyles.

Fashion & Textiles

In this module students explore the fabric and apparel industry. They learn about textiles, from the creation of fibers and the
design of fabrics to the merchandising of the finished products. Students learn how each element of design can affect the way
a person looks and make apparel decisions based on this information. They also explore wholesale buying and merchandis-
ing, creating a retail merchandising layout.

Interior Design

In the Interior Design Module, students study many concepts that today's interior decorator utilizes on a daily basis. They
explore the principles of design, color coordination, floor plans, home furnishings, and remodeling budgets. Students learn
about the relationships between material costs and personal choices by creating a cost proposal for a remodeling project.

Visual Art

Art - 6th - A great big welcome to all the new 6th grade art students. We have been working with the elements and princi-
ples of design and have currently started developing skills and techniques in art tool usage and media exploration. Students
are currently completing their work on soap carving and pattern weaving. We will start etching and inking projects next
week.

Art - 7th - Seventh graders began new encore classes this past month. We reviewed the elements and principles of design
and started working with texture weaving. They are working in the area of rug hooking and/or using a modified needlepoint
technique. We will soon begin working with lettering, hatching, and cross-hatching using a scratch art medium.

Eighth graders are also new to art this semester. We have started creating spacial effects in art using a black and
white motif. Students are practicing using X-acto knives with an art medium called Contrast-O creating alternating black and
white designs of their choosing. Next week, they will create a shoe sculpture replicating one of their own shoes through a
thematic conceptual base and implementing color theory while using a unique soft sculpture technique.

Computer 6 - Students in 6th grade have been working on typing skills and Microsoft Word and Excel formatting skills. Stu-
dents will soon begin working on research techniques and Internet Safety. After researching, an online safety flyer will be
designed by each student to share their knowledge acquired.

Computer 7- After reviewing basic Microsoft Word and Excel skills, students in the 7th grade will begin to explore internet
search techniques.Students will be following the guidelines of 21st Century Informational Fluency website which is designed
to better inform students of searching techniques. The site is set up to assist in the practice of search engines and practices.

Computer 8 - Eighth grade students have been reviewing basic skills and advancing into an introduction into social network-
ing guidelines. Students have virtually discussed a topic online and reviewed others entries. A network downloadable tool,
called "Scratch", a free animation software, will soon be used within class. Students will create a science animation to be
shared with classmates. Students will begin by researching elements of the periodic table and then create a "Scratch" anima-
tion to teach others what they have learned.
